Stage 3 Term 4 Engineering  
Engineering-Core Samples  By Breanna 

This week’s challenge was to get a core sample out of a 
potato, which symbolised taking core samples from asteroids 
and planets. The only equipment we were given was paddle 
pop sticks, straws, a cup, rubber bands, paper clips, duct tape 
and a centimetre thick piece of potato to test our inventions 
on. 
Most of the inventions teams created were over engineered 
with too much duct tape which made it hard to get the sample 
out of the straws. There were 5 of the inventions that worked 
and 5 that didn't. Teams 1,2, 3, and 8 all relied on the straw 
and was not overused which made them all work. Groups 4, 6, 
7, 9 and 10 did not work because they overused their straws 
when testing 
them. Group 5 had 
a “small but 
effective” creation 
which was made 
from mostly tape 
but used cut 
paddle pop sticks.
